THE HISTORY OF THE CHURCH OF GOD, MOUNTAIN ASSEMBLY

Basically, the Church of God, Mountain Assembly, is a continuation of the great revival that began with the early outpouring of the Holy Ghost on the day of the Pentecost, when 120 were filled with the Holy Ghost and began to speak with other tongues as the Spirit gave utterance. The Church is built upon the foundation of the Apostles and Prophets, Jesus Christ being the chief corner stone. (Eph. 2:20)
At irregular intervals during the intervening centuries, great revivals have occurred in various sections of the world. These revivals were energized and controlled by the Holy Ghost and, quite naturally, with recurrent out-pourings of the Spirit as on the day of the Pentecost. How​ever, the tendency to lapse into formalism and departure from the full Gospel began with a new generation or soon after these refreshings.
During the closing period of the Nineteenth century, following a mighty wave of intercession, energized by the Holy Ghost, and led by a number of holy men, mighty revivals swept many sections of the world with an increasing cry to God for another Pentecost.
During this mighty revival of repentance, regeneration and holiness of heart and life that swept throughout the South and Midwest, some of the old established denominations no longer desired the membership of the "fire-filled holiness preachers and laymen", and as a result, many independent churches were established, and associations formed where people could feel free to seek God, not only to be genuinely saved but also to be definitely Sanctified and baptized with the Holy Ghost.

From 1894-1908, many sects formed in the South following the anti-holiness statements by the Methodist and Baptist Churches. In widely scattered places, outbreaks of holiness preach​ing produced new churches that called themselves "Church of God." The only connecting link between them was the doctrine of entire sanctification, which occasionally caused great excite​ment in communities where it was first preached.
In 1895, the doctrine of Sanctification was introduced to McCreary County, Kentucky, with the preaching of J.H. Parks, a United Baptist pastor. This new doctrine as Parks preached it, came to the attention of three other Baptist pastors in the area: Steve Bryant, Tom Moses, and Will​iam Douglas. All of these ministers were affiliated with the local South Union Baptist Associa​tion of the United Baptist Church. From 1895 to 1903, they preached the most un-Calvinistic doctrine of Holiness, winning many converts. The rise of this "heresy" among their preachers and churches was of great concern to the leaders of the Baptist Association. Finally, followers were excluded from the Baptist denomination. The ministers' credentials were also revoked, completing the separation. The charge against them was that they taught that "man could be lost after regeneration", a most serious heresy to those predestination Baptist. After the trial, five Baptist churches left the denomination in sympathy with the Holiness leaders.

By 1906, these five churches met in a General Assembly at the Jellico Creek Church in Whitley County, Kentucky, and organized a new denomination which they named, "The Church of God." Several years later, this small group of holiness people, isolated in the Kentucky mountains, were told that other denominations also had the same name. Accordingly, in 1911, the words "Mountain Assembly" were added to distinguish their church from others of the same name. The Church of God Mountain Assembly has never been part of any other Association or denomina​tion.

At the first meeting on August 24, 1906, A.J. Silcox was elected Moderator and J.H. Parks his Assistant. In 1917, the church was incorporated, and in 1918, permanent Headquarters was established in Jellico, Tennessee.
S.N. Bryant was elected Moderator in 1907, and served in that capacity until 1938, with the exception of two years which were under the leadership of G.A. Fore and J.H. Parks. A.J. Long was elected Moderator in 1939. In 1944, the form of government was changed to help expand the message of the Church. This system of government is found in our current Minute Book with the exception of a few minor changes which have been made from time to time. A. J. Long was the first General Overseer under this new form of Government. (See History of C.G.M.A.)

The Church of God Mountain Assembly has been blessed with outstanding men of faith to lead them. Note the following General Overseers: A.J. Long — 1944-46, John H. Bryant — 1946-47, Luther Gibson — 1947-50, Clayton Lawson — 1950-60 (Under Rev. Lawson's leader​ship from 1950-1960, the denomination's membership doubled. Ira Moses served from 1960-1972 and under his direction the large, open-air tabernacle was constructed. Also, during this time, many new church buildings were built. Under Ira Moses1 term there was a tenure of office placed upon the Executive Officers. They are now allowed to succeed themselves two times for a total of six consecutive years; but in no case shall any person serve more than twelve con​secutive years on the Executive Board), C.B. Ellis, Jr — 1972-76, Jerome Walden — 1976-80, Clayton Lawson — 1980-84, Kenneth Massingill, Sr. — 1984-88, Jasper Walden —1988-94, Rev. Cecil Johnson — 1994-2000, Rev. Lonnie Lyke ---  2000–2004,  Rev. Fred Cornelius --- 2004-2006, and serving at the time of this writing is Rev. Donnie Hill --- 2006-present.

Under the leadership of James E. Prewitt, the Assistant Overseer was given the responsibility of a Mission’s Department. It was during the 1960's that we really began to look at Foreign Mis​sions. James E. Prewitt, C.B. Ellis, Jr., Glenn Rowe, Jerome Walden, Kenneth Massingill, Sr. and James Cox, Jr. did much to bring life to this young program. While previous Overseers and Minis​ters looked on the day we would have a continuous Missions Program, it was not until the early 1970's that things took place so we could reach out to the lost and poor in other Lands.

THE CHURCH COVENANT
Having been led as we believe by the Spirit of God, to receive the Lord Jesus Christ as our Saviour, and on the profession of faith, having been baptized in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost, we do now in the presence of God, angels, and the Assembly, most solemnly and joyously enter into this covenant with one another as one body in Christ.
We engage, therefore, by the Holy Spirit, to walk together in Christian love; strive for ad​vancement of the church in knowledge, holiness, and comfort; to promote its prosperity and spirituality; to sustain its worship ordinances, discipline, and doctrine; to contribute cheerfully and regularly to the support of the Ministry, the expense of the Church, the relief of the poor, and the spread of the gospel to all nations.
We also engage to maintain family and secret devotions; to religiously educate our children; to seek the salvation of our kindred and acquaintances; to walk circumspectly and exemplary in our deportment; to avoid tattling, backbiting and excessive anger; to abstain from the sale and use of intoxicating drinks; and to be zealous to advance the kingdom of our Saviour.
We further agree to watch over each other in brotherly love; to remember each other in prayer; to aid each other in sickness and distress; to cultivate Christian sympathy in feeling, and cour​tesy in speech; to be slow to take offense, but always ready for reconciliation and mindful of the rule Of Our Saviour to Secure it without delay. (This Covenant for our Church was written by Rev. Steve Bryant during a business session in 1906, and then adopted.)

DECLARATION OF FAITH

(Rom. 1:21-28) We believe that God has commanded that no intimate sexual activity be engaged in outside of a marriage between a man and a woman.  We believe that any form of homosexuality, lesbianism, bisexuality, bestiality, incest, fornication, adultery, and pornography are sinful perversions of God’s gift of sex (Genesis 2:24; 19:5-7; 26:8-9; Leviticus 18:1-30; 20:13; Romans 1:26-29; 1 Corinthians 5:1; 6:9; 1Thessalonians 4:1-8; Hebrews 13:4).  We believe that the only legitimate marriage is the joining of one man and one woman.  (Genesis 2:24; Romans 7:2; 1 Corinthians 7:10; Ephesians 5:22-23).  Any Minister who solemnizes any same-sex union shall be disfellowshipped with the Church of God of the Mountain Assembly, Inc.

26. The Church of God, Mountain Assembly takes the position that Abortion is homicide, which God's Holy Word condemns (Ex. 20:13; Matt. 19:18); therefore, we are against abortion, except in the case when the mother's life is diagnosed to be in danger, and abortion is prescribed to protect her life.

27. The Church of God Mountain Assembly, Incorporated believes that nations can and should settle their differences without going to war. However, in the event of war, if a member engages in combatant service, it will not affect his status with the Church. In case a member is called into military service that has conscientious objections to combatant service, the Church will support him in his constitutional rights.

28. Against infants being taken into the Church as members — all children under twelve years of age are under question by the Church.

THE NEW BIRTH
Adam and Eve were created in a sinless state and God had said, "ye shall not eat of every tree of the garden." (Genesis 3:1) The results of eating of the TREE OF KNOWLEDGE pro​duced death, not physical death, because Adam lived to be 930 year old, but what died was the spirit. In other words, the spirit man, the part that brought knowledge of God, communicated with God, died. We believe that man was made in the image of God, a trinity consisting of body, soul and spirit. Therefore, Jesus told Nicodemus in John 3:3, "Except a man be born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God." Jesus went on to explain that this was not talking about a physical birth but a spiritual birth.
According to Romans 10:14..."How then shall they call on Him in whom they have not be​lieved? And how shall they believe in Him in whom they have not heard? And how shall they hear without a preacher?" Men must hear the gospel and then Paul said, "That if thou shall confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that God hath raised Him from the dead, thou shalt be saved. For with the heart man believeth unto righteousness; and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation." (Romans 10: 9-10) In order to be "saved" or "Born Again" we must pray the sinner's prayer from our heart and believe that God has heard, and then confess publicly that Jesus Christ is our Lord.
The results of the New Birth will be that the Spirit will come alive as God made man in the beginning. We now become a new creature in Christ. Old things are passed away, behold all things become new. Our desire will then be to please God and live holy before Him.
In theological terms, then, man needs God because Adam's sin is imputed to him. The foun​dation of the human race was corrupted and has, therefore, defiled all that has since flowed
from the original source. This is why the Church of God Mountain Assembly believes and affirms that all men need salvation.

WATER BAPTISM
In the Great Commission, our Lord commanded His disciples to baptize "in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost." (Matt. 28:19) There should really be no confu​sion at all regarding the baptismal formula since the Word seems to be very specific in this regard.
The word "baptism" comes from the Greek "baptizo", and its primary meaning is "to dip." This means not only put under water, immerse, but to be taken out of the water. "And Jesus when he was baptized, went up straightway out of the water: and, lo, the heavens were opened unto Him..." (Matt. 3:16)
The Church of God Mountain Assembly believes, "In water baptism by immersion and all who repent should be baptized in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost." "Therefore, we are buried with Him by baptism into death: that like as Christ was raised up from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life." (Romans 6:4)

SANCTIFICATION
The word sanctification means "separation, a setting apart." Sanctification is that glorious work in the human soul by which we are renewed after the image of God, set apart for His service, and enabled to die unto sin and live unto righteousness.
The work began in regeneration continues until the whole nature of man is filled with the Spirit of Christ. Regeneration begins the growth toward the full-grown man, unto the stature of Christ. (Eph. 4:13) The first is the planting of the seed; the second is the development of that seed. The first is a new life, the second is that life in action.
There are two great meanings of this word. The first is an Old Testament idea. The second belongs more, though not exclusively, with the New Testament. In the Old Testament, the refer​ence was to things, not implying the inward change of the heart. A Golden vessel or the gar​ment of a priest was sanctified. It was the setting apart for a sacred use. But the New Testament took this meaning and gave a greater depth to it. It meant not only dedication to divine use, but also inward holiness.
The Church of God Mountain Assembly believes that Sanctification is an instantaneous, defi​nite, second work of grace, obtainable by faith on the part of the fully-justified believer. (See Romans 5:1-2; I John 1:9; St. John 17:17)
We do not believe it is impossible for the sanctified person not to commit sin; (Luke 1:73-75; Titus 2:11-12; I John 1:7, 2:1-6) but we do believe that it is possible for a sanctified person not to commit a sin. We do not imply the impossibility of a sanctified person falling from grace.
The sanctified life is one of separation from the world, a selfless life, a life of devotion to the will of God, a life of Holiness. (Romans 6:22, 12:1-2; II Cor. 7:1; I Thess. 4:7, 5:23; Hebrews 12:14)
The Church of God Mountain Assembly was and is a Holiness church, which preaches and teaches to its members that to please God there is only one way and that is the life of Holiness.

THE BAPTISM OF THE HOLY GHOST AND SPEAKING WITH OTHER TONGUES
We believe that the Word of God requires and teaches that as a prerequisite for the in-filling of the Spirit, a person must have a clean heart and life. Remember the Holy Ghost will only dwell in a clean temple. (I Cor. 3:16-17)
We believe that the "Initial" evidence of the reception of the baptism of the Holy Ghost is in speaking with other tongues as the Spirit gives utterance. (Acts 2:1-4, 8:17-18, 10:44-46, 19:6: I Cor. 12:7) We believe that this blessing is for the church of all ages; remembering that it was twenty years after the "day of Pentecost" that the church at Ephesus was filled with the Holy Ghost and spake in tongues. (Acts 19:6) We distinguish between this initial manifestation and the gift of tongues. (I Cor. 12:10)

The tongues that come at the initial in-filling may or may not be the "gift of tongues." All who were baptized in the Holy Ghost will speak in tongues. Many times it will be an "unknown tongue" which is not to be interpreted. It is a tongue in which one's spirit talks to God. This tongue, many times, is called a "prayer language", (Jude 1:20) or it may be a "praise language" or it could be that the Spirit is making intercession to God for us.
While we believe that the initial evidence of the baptism of the Holy Ghost is speaking in tongues as the Spirit gives utterance, we further believe that the evidence of the continued in​dwelling of the Spirit will be the "fruit of the Spirit" according to Galatians 5:22-23; that any Spirit-filled person will have manifested in their life these fruits. The gifts of the Spirit are for doing, they are gifts of power. Fruit is for character, produced by abiding in Him. Gifts are given but fruit must be grown, which tells us that the fruit of the Spirit must be developed in our life and they alone are the final test of whether or not we are filled with the Spirit.
The Church of God Mountain Assembly believes in the gifts of the Spirit as set forth in I Corinthians, Chapters 12, 13, 14. We believe that these gifts are "set in the Church" by the Holy Ghost; that the Holy Ghost retains control of the gifts "dividing to every man severally as He will".

WORD OF KNOWLEDGE

A miracle is a supernatural intervention in the ordinary course of nature, a temporary suspension of the accus​tomed order through the Spirit of God.
GIFTS OF HEALING 

The purpose of the gifts of healing is to deliver the sick and to destroy the works of the devil in the human body.
GIFT OF PROPHECY 

Prophecy is a supernatural utterance in a known tongue.
GIFT OF TONGUES 

Diverse kinds of tongues is a supernatural utterance by the Holy Ghost in languages never learned by the speaker, not understood by the mind of the speaker, nor necessar​ily always understood by the hearer.
INTERPRETATION OF TONGUES 

It is the supernatural showing forth by the Spirit the mean​ing of an utterance in other tongues.

DIVINE HEALING
James 5:14-15, "Is there any sick among you? Let him call for the elders of the church; and let them pray over him, anointing him with oil in the name of the Lord; and the prayer of faith shall save the sick, and the Lord shall raise him up; and if they have committed sins, they shall be forgiven him." We believe that provisions was made in the atonement for healing of our bodies. Isaiah looked to the day that Christ would come and provide healing by His stripes. Isaiah 53:5, "But He was wounded for our transgressions, He was bruised for our iniquities: the chastisement of our peace was upon Him; and with His stripes we are healed."
While we do not condemn the use of medical means in the treatment of the physical disease, we do believe in and practice the laying on of hands by the elders of the church for healing of the body. Jesus said we could ask anything in His name and He would do it. (Matt. 18:19; 21:22; Luke 11:9; John 14:13-14; 15:7; I John 5:14) We believe that the prayer of faith will be honored by God for the healing of the body.

THE DOCTRINE OF LAST THINGS
Over three hundred times in the New Testament the fact of our Lord's return is mentioned. The Apostle Paul made mention of it at least fifty times and whole chapters and epistles are devoted to it. One out of every thirty Bible verses has something to say about the coming of our blessed Lord.
The Church of God Mountain Assembly has always had resounding prophetic utterance in all of its preaching and teaching. We feel that if the Early Church had the return of the Lord as their dominant theme, then we who are living in the last days ought to be even more excited about His soon return.
We believe in the premillennial second coming of the Lord to resurrect the righteous dead and to catch away the living saints to Him in the air and reign with Him a thousand years. We do not believe this world will get better and better, and the church will gradually convert the world to make Heaven on earth. This doctrine is called "postmillennialism". The first earth and first heaven shall flee/pass away; and there will be no place found for them. There will be a new heaven and a new earth. God will make all things new. The word "premillennial" means that Christ will come before the Millennial age begins.

We believe, according to II Thess. 2:3, that we will be here to see the rise of the Antichrist, which would place us in Daniel's last week. (Daniel 9:27) the Apostie Paul saw the church in the midst of the times of trouble. He said two things would happen before the Lord would return. First, "Except there come a falling away", and second, "that man of sin be revealed, the son of perdition." This was to happen in the temple of God.

A DIVINE APPOINTMENT
 By Rev. Russell J. Meade
True ministry is not a profession. It is rather an appointment by God who calls and ordains men for this specific purpose.
There are divinely given titles in the Scriptures that express the position of the ministry in relation to God and man.
As a "man of God" (I Tim. 6:11) he is also a "Servant of God" (Titus 1:1; James 1:1) who is recognized as a "Steward of the Grace of God" (I Peter 4:10) and the "Mysteries of God." (I Cor. 4:1.)
He is a Minister "of God", (II Cor. 6:4) "of Jesus Christ", (Romans 15:16) "of the Gospel", (Col. 1:23) and "the new covenant", (II Cor. 3:6). This responsibility makes him a "preacher of righteousness" (II Cor. 11:15) and a "defender of the faith," (Phil. 1:7). In every effort and un​dertaking he is acting as an "Ambassador for Christ," (II Cor. 5:20).
No call will ever come to the person who has not had a vital Christian experience. As a new creature in Christ and with the challenge of God's word upon his heart the potential minister will strive for a life pleasing to God. Every effort will be made to become an example to the believ​ers.
The minister must be quick to repeat the words of the Apostle Paul that he "was made a minister of the Gospel according to the gift of the grace of God." There is no room for boasting but only a solemn realization that God has chosen a human being for a Divine task.
A DIVINE MESSAGE
The Minister is a man with a message. He is the messenger only. It is not his message. The message is from God. Responsibility for the bearing of that message is upon the minister. Due to his own persona! experience with God, he can also be a witness to the message he delivers.
Christianity is a Biblical Religion. The Bible is recognized as the source of truth. Since the minister is called to his position, whatever God gives him to share with the people becomes a message.
"Preach the Word!" is the Apostle Paul's command to Timothy. There is no other source for the message. A boldness and sense of authority is instilled in the man who preaches the Word.
Faith is created by a message from the Bible, (Romans 10:17). The Word is the Holy Spirit's own special weapon. (Eph. 6:17; Heb. 4:12)

A DIVINE COMMISSION
"Called" and "Commissioned" describes the minister. Christ sends him even as He Himself was sent. (John 20:21) The minister becomes a man with a mission and a message.
Into the world he goes with the "Word of Life" for every creature. Though his audience may be hostile or sympathetic, doubtful or indifferent, the commission makes him responsible for the delivery of the message. Being sent by God he endeavors to inform, inspire, and persuade men.
A DIVINE ENDUEMENT
"You shall receive power...ye shall be witnesses." These are the last words of Christ to His disciples. The message was not to be with man's abilities but with the anointing of the Holy Spirit. The man who is appointed must also be anointed. After years of ministry, Peter could say, "...the Gospel was preached unto you with the Holy Ghost sent down from heaven..." (I Peter 1:2) Paul said, "The Gospel came not only in Word but power and in the Holy Spirit." (I Thess. 1:5) The purpose of the enduement was a demonstration of the Spirit and power that man's faith would not stand in the wisdom of men, but, rather, in the power of God. (I Cor. 2:4-5)
A DIVINE POSSIBILITY
A word spoken in due season can change both an individual and a nation. The message of God can affect a person or a multitude. The book of Acts tells of 3000 on the Day of Pentecost and also a lone Ethiopian in the desert. It speaks of a jailer as well as a great number of priests who became obedient to the faith. Only eternity can tell of the outreach of a faithful man's ministry. A Baptist deacon preached the sermon that brought about the conversion of Charles H. Spurgeon. He, in turn, affected thousands of lives.
A DIVINE WARNING
The watchman is charged with the responsibility for those under his care. The souls of men are at stake. Paul the Apostle declared, "Woe is unto me if I preach not the Gospel - a necessity is laid upon me." (I Cor. 9:16) Timothy was "charged in the sight of God" to preach the Word. (I Tim. 6:13) The Ephesian elders were admonished to "take heed." (Acts 20:28) An appointment from God to preach the Gospel means an accountability to God for the performance of the task.
A DIVINE REWARD
The minister who feeds the flock of God and evangelizes may not receive earthly recognition to any measurable extent. However, there is reserved for him in Heaven a crown of glory which fadeth not away. (I Peter 5:1-4) It will be presented to him by the Chief Shepherd, the Lord Jesus Christ. Let no man take thy crown.
The preaching of the Gospel is the main business of a minister. Preaching should have first place in the ministry. It must have priority over all duties and activities.
